International Exhibition for Environmental Technologies

Shai Spetgang, membership services and program development coordinator for the Ontario Environment Industry Association, was the Canadian environmental professional representative at the 3rd International Exhibition for Environmental Technologies that took place in Tel Aviv, Israel from June 8 to 10, 2004. Mr. Spetgang was impressed by the state of the art environmental technologies exhibited on the trade show floor and presented in the various tours.

Along with reporters from Chile, Cypress and Poland and official delegations from; Romania, Korea and Rwanda, Mr. Spetgang toured the exhibition, learned of the cutting edge technologies presented during the conference and toured six environmental sites and facilities within Israel. In addition, they met with a number of senior government officials in the ministries of science, environment and export and trade.

Among the sites visited were: 

Ormat Industries (Geothermal technologies) -- Since 1965 Ormat Industries has been collecting geothermal heat from the cracks in the earth’s tectonic plates and waste heat from such processes as cement production and recycling it to boil an organic hydrocarbon at temperatures below 50 degrees Celsius to generate electricity from its steam. Ormat has over 200 facilities worldwide and can control all of them from the control room in Yavneh, Israel. 

Shafdan (Wastewater Treatment facility) -- Collecting the wastewater from more than four million residents of the Dan region this wastewater is treated and sent in red piping down to the Negev (desert) region of Israel for agricultural use. The water is so clean it is at potable levels but for psychological reasons it is not designated for potable use but for unlimited agricultural usage.

One other technology that stood out in the presentation sessions was Vortex Ecological Technologies Ltd. Using high speed vortexes this company has devised a technological method of separating mixed vapour or liquids which can be highly toxic and through separation making them less toxic and/or re-usable. www.vortex-envirotech.com
